Our Daily Routine

The schedule is the same every day, with each part taking a specified amount of time. The regularity gives the children a sense of control and helps them to act independently. 
Greeting Time (5minutes)
Greeting time provides a smooth transition from home and school. At this time, the teachers greet children.  During this time, the children will do the same short activities such as washing hands, signing in, working with table toys or eating breakfast until we read the message board as a class.  The message board gives us a chance to share important information for the day.   

Large Group Time (10-15 minutes)

Large group time is a segment of the daily routine that adds to the sense of community in the classroom. It is a time when everyone comes together to participate in a shared experience, such as music and movement activities. 

Small Group Time(15-20 minutes)
During small group time, the same group of children meets each day. Small group time is adult initiated. The teacher plans a small-group activity based on language and literacy and mathematics (Numbers Plus Curriculum). 
Planning Time (5-10 minutes)
At planning time, the children meet in small groups with an adult.  Each child will then decide what to during work time – what area to play in, what materials to use and who else will be involved – and then shares this plan with the group.

Work Time (90 minutes)
During this time, children will have the opportunity to act out their individual plans. The children can work with any materials in any of the classroom interest areas. The interest areas are: Writing Area, Art Area, Music Area, House Area, Book Area, Block Area, Table Toy Area, Computer Area, Sand Table Area and the Water Table Area. During work time, the adults will interact with the children as partners, participate in play, use encouragement, and support problem solving.
Clean-up Time (5-10 minutes)
Children and adults work together to return materials and equipment to their storage spaces and when appropriate, put away or find display space for children’s personal creations. 

Recall Time (5-10 minutes)
In their small groups, children are encouraged to reflect on, talk about, and/or show what they have done at work time. 

Lunch Time (40 minutes)
Lunch time is an opportunity to share relaxed conversation with the children and support children’s ideas. Mealtimes such as snack time are also occasions when children enjoy practicing self-help skills such as pouring their own milk, serving themselves food, wiping up spills and so forth. Snack time lasts 10-15 minutes in the afternoon after rest time.
Read Alouds (10 minutes)

During read aloud, children will actively participate in discussions about the book before, during and after the book. The interactive read-aloud booklets for the 20 children’s books in the Let’s Read It Again! set are based on a selection of high-quality fiction and nonfiction texts that will engage children in rich language and compelling narratives as thy develop key literacy concepts and skills.
Outside Time (45 minutes)
During outside time, children can enjoy physical and vigorous play. Adults join the children in their outdoor play, supervising for safety but also becoming engaged with the children.

Rest Time (60 minutes)

The children rest every day for approximately 1 hour. After about 20 minutes, the children who are not sleeping can do a quiet activity on their cots.

Transitions

During this time, adults plan ways for the children to make transitions and give them reasonable choices as they move from one activity to the next. For example, if there’s a short waiting time, children can decide how to move or they can join in singing songs. We let children know transitions are coming by giving the children a warning.
